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PUBLIC WASHING PLACE, ACQUADUCT AND
THE ALBAR FOUNTAIN

Walkers are invited to enjoy some of the most delightful white washed streets so fypical of
Andalusia if they decide to follow this route. In fimes gone by these same streets were filled with a
constant stream of local women with baskets full of washing, and watering jars. Their purpose was
double; fo clean the dirty clothes at the washing place and fo fill their jars af the fresh-water fouatainr—————
named
Nowadays visitors may be lucky enough fo see some of the local women partaking in their time-
old rituals like sweeping down their front doorsteps, watering and caring for their pot plants or
maybe coming from the bread shop with the freshly baked bread,
This walk along the road towards the fountain soon allows the walker fine views of the castle,
the ,and the olive plantations around . From this point on, it is all up hill
towards the V|llage along some of the most ancient streets still injuse. On occasion, one of the many
local quitar players may provide some musical accompaniment for this part of the route through the
village.
Public washing place to the fountain. This route winds its way trough the wonderfully
decorated streets that are full of colourful flowerpots. At one point it follows around the contour
of the old castle wall and it is then that the architectural beauty of the structure can be fruly
appreciated. The whole time the track is lined with pine frees and “chumberas”. On arrival at the
fountain walkers can splash some fresh water on their faces fo freshen up. This fountain is
linked to an aqueduct that used to supply the village with water before the mains supply existed.
The local animal flocks used to come to drink af the fountain at a lower level and from there the
water used to fall down fo the washing place where the local women scrubbed away at their family
washing day in day out.
